Position Description 
Parkview’s Associate Worship and Arts Pastor will lead worship regularly at Parkview’s Central 
Campus, participate in the creation of worship services, and help train and disciple worship team 
members.

 Discipleship: A proven track record of helping to grow musicians, technicians, and others serving 
and leading within worship arts deeper in the grace and knowledge of Christ. 

 Leadership: A heart for training and developing young leaders, both spiritually and musically (or 
technically). 

 Music Skills: Musical prowess vocally, Proficiency on an instrument (or instruments), ability to 
prepare musical charts or arrangements, ability to lead rehearsals efficiently, and the desire to 
grow volunteers in their skill areas. 

 Technical Skills: A working knowledge of audio, video, lighting and media systems and software 
(ProPresenter, Planning Center, Abelton Live and Mainstage, Finale/Sibelius, Logic, Cubase 
etc…) in order to lead technical volunteers and lead in technical innovation. 

 A passion for building community within the worship arts, throughout the church family and into 
the community at large. 

 A team player with strong communication skills.
